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Sports Council For Glasgow 
Membership Proposal for Annual General Meeting, June 2017 
Aims:

The charitable purpose of Sports Council for Glasgow (SCIO) is the advancement of public participation in sport through:
· encouraging citizens of all ages, all communities and local organisations, based or carrying out the majority of their activities within Glasgow, to participate in sport and related physical activities and through this to live healthy lifestyles;
· providing a unified & independent voice for member sport clubs and organisations to improve sport experiences across Glasgow; and

· assisting members to develop their clubs and organisations through facilitating programmes and services, including provision of specific grant that address their particular needs.
Constitution:
The Constitution states, in clause 16: “The level of annual subscription fees for membership shall be defined at the Sports Council for Glasgow’s Annual General Meeting and such level of fees shall come into effect for the next financial/membership year as soon as these have been sanctioned through a vote of members at the Annual General Meeting.”
Therefore, currently, the membership fees for 2018/2019 need to be set at the Annual General Meeting (AGM), in June 2017.  It follows that any change to membership categories, or updating of membership categories, should occur at the same time.
Background & Rationale for Change:
One of the key challenges for the Sports Council for Glasgow is show that we are looking to increase income from various sources.  Therefore, there is a proposed increase to the membership fees.  Although there is an increase, the Sports Council for Glasgow believes that the new fees will still offer members value for money – as well as helping the organisation to continue to develop and offer support to members.

The biggest fee jump is in the current ‘Regional Association or Governing Body’ category, which also now sees the addition of ‘Community Sport Hub’.  This reflects that it is felt that these bodies, due to their regional remit, are likely to be bigger in size – and that organisations in this category are able to apply to the ‘Sports Promotion Scheme’ directly without the need for support from a ‘parent’ body.  (For a ‘Club’ to apply for to the ‘Sports Promotion Scheme’, they need endorsement from their governing body.)
Following discussions with partner organisations, it is felt that the category of ‘University Affiliated Club’ (and it’s associated membership benefits) does not offer enough value for the category to be continued.  Any club related to a University would have the opportunity to access additional benefits (and on a greater scale) by becoming a member as a ‘Club’.  The current category is also worded so narrowly that a college (or similar, non ‘University’) based sports club would not be eligible to take advantage of this membership.
It is also felt that it would be beneficial to make small wording alterations within some of the existing membership categories, to broaden the scope of potential membership and to more closely align to the charitable aims.  This will see ‘Club’ change to ‘Club / Organisation’ and will see ‘Regional Association or Governing Body’ change to ‘Community Sport Hub / Regional Association / Governing Body’.
